STRENGTHENING FAMILIES COUNTY-WIDE

The staff in Santa Maria, Lompoc and the Santa Ynez Valley hit the ground
running in July 2011 and have provided services to nearly 400 individuals. “We
feel such a sense of accomplishment,” said Santa Maria therapist Ashley Gray.
“We're grateful to be able to address the high need in this area.”

Services include Spanish-speaking parenting groups in Santa Maria, Lompoc
and New Cuyama. Another great accomplishment is the development of a
postpartum depression support group, with the help of a grant from the Santa
Barbara County Human Services Commission. “Many mothers who come to
our center suffer from postpartum depression (PPD),” Ashley said. PPD is a
known contributing factor in child abuse and neglect, and is three times more
prevalent in low-income mothers, making its treatment a vital component of
any prevention program.

€ALM’s bilingual/bicultural home
visitors (aka our “Flying Squad”)

travel throughout the rural areas of
our county, providing developmental
screening and guidance, case
management, parenting education,
information and referrals to support
low-income families with infants and
young children. Home visitation is a
crucial aspect in reducing barriers to
service delivery, as many of our clients
are unable to manage transportation
or child care, particularly those clients
in outlying areas such as Orcultt,
Guadalupe, and New Cuyama.

Our success in North County represents many years of fruitful collaborations
with other family-serving agencies county-wide. Thanks to partnerships with
the County of Santa Barbara, Child Welfare Services, Community Action
Commission, Family Service Agency and the network of Family Resource
Centers, we are able to identify families that need support early in order to
prevent abuse and strengthen our community’s families.

PET THERAPY HELPS RESTORE TRUST

Pet therapy is an innovative approach that incorporates the
use of trained therapy dogs as part of @AILM'’s existing
service offerings.

“Animal-assisted therapy is an important supplement to
treatment, especially for clients who have experienced abuse,”
explains Brenda Murrow, CALM psychology doctoral student.
“We believe that trust bonds that are broken by abuse require
much support to heal, and that interaction with a caring therapy
dog can be an important step toward re-establishing trust,
particularly for children.”

Research shows that positive interaction with dogs encourages
bonding and affiliation behaviors by increasing the associated
neurochemicals in the brain. CALM staff and volunteers look
forward to seeing the positive influence these therapy dogs
have on their clients.

CALM AND STORYTELLER CELEBRATE
BOOKS

Earlier this year, Storyteller Children’s Center and €ALM
collaborated to host StoryFaire, a book and authors festival
for children and families to celebrate the joy of reading. The
day featured children’s book authors and illustrators, fun-filled
story times, arts & crafts, music and much more. StoryFaire is
a magical day of storytelling and quality time with family and
friends!

Many local authors and illustrators appeared in the story and
picture tents, including Caroline Arnold, James Buckley, Jr., Dan
Hanna, Marni McGee, Alexis O’'Neill, Ann Whitford Paul, Amada
Irma Perez, Erica Silverman, June Sobel, and Mr. Nitikman’s 5th
graders from Washington School.

WHERE FAMILIES GATHER, WE ARE THERE

Working in partnership with other family-serving agencies has been a guiding principle
for CALM’s Board and staff since our earliest days. Collaboration allows us to provide
the most comprehensive and effective treatment as part of an integrated system of care,
while reducing duplication of services.

In recent years, due in part to economic realities, our collaborations have grown and
become ever more vital. Where families gather, CALM is part of the fabric.

At the Carpinteria Children’s Project at Main,
our Family Specialist provides information and
linkage with resources for basic needs, as well as
facilitating the highly regarded AVANCE parenting
curriculum. We also have a bilingual therapist
co-located at the site to serve the community.
This successful public-private collaborative

is part of the THRIVE Santa Barbara County
initiative, based on the cradle-to-career approach
pioneered by Geoffrey Canada at the Harlem
Children’s Zone.

All programs are offered
in English and Spanish
on a sliding fee scale.

No one is turned away
for inability to pay.

At Storyteller Children’s Center, CALM staff provides training, education and mental health
consultation for teachers and parents in order to promote greater school readiness for at-
risk children. The cutting-edge combination of early childhood education with mental health
services, crisis intervention and case management brings a holistic approach that has long-
term positive results on school readiness and later life for children who might not otherwise
experience success.

Thanks to a grant from the County of Santa Barbara Department of Social Services,
we are able to work with the network of Family Resource Centers throughout the county
to strengthen families, including the provision of parenting groups, postpartum depression
groups and mental health services at People Helping People in the Santa Ynez Valley,
Dorothy Jackson Center in Lompoc, Isla Vista Youth Projects, and the New Cuyama
Family Resource Center.

Our commitment to an inter-agency system of care greatly increases our ability to offer
support services to children and their families, as well as create greater accessibility for our
clients. We are proud to be part of these exciting partnerships that strive to create a safer,
healthier and happier community for our children.

CHILD ABUSE ASSESSMENT AND
TREATMENT is CALM's flagship program,
which helps children and their families heal
from the devastating effects of physical,
emotional, and sexual abuse.

FAMILY VIOLENCE COUNSELING
is offered to children and teens who have
witnessed domestic violence and parents
who are victims of domestic violence.

PARENT-CHILD INTERACTION
THERAPY is intended for children ages 2-7
and their caregivers to improve relationship-
building skills and effective disciplining.

GREAT BEGINNINGS: Prevention Early
Intervention is designed to promote the
health, growth, and development of children
and their families, prenatal through 5 years
old. Special services are available for mothers
experiencing postpartum distress.

PSYCHOLOGICAL
ASSESSMENT SERVICES

Families receiving services at CALM complete
a battery of standardized assessments at
intake, 6-month follow-up and upon ending
services. Clinicians receive a written report

of the assessment results to share with
clients over the course of treatment. These
assessment reports help inform treatment
planning and provide additional diagnostic
data for the client and therapist alike.

Clinical hours include weekdays and evenings.



GREAT BEGINNINGS: Child Parent Program
is designed to help families with infants and
young children ages 0-5 overcome emotional
difficulties related to abuse, neglect, or other
adverse experiences by fostering a strong
relationship between the caregiver and child.

INTENSIVE IN-HOME THERAPY offers
therapeutic services to children (aged 5 to 21)
and families in their home or wherever most
convenient. Interventions include: individual and
family therapy, parenting education, as well as
coping, communication and conflict resolution
skills to empower the family.

SCHOOL-BASED PREVENTION is offered
to children in the Santa Barbara County school
system, and teaches children important lessons
in personal safety and how to keep themselves
safe from abduction and abuse, and addresses

bullying and Internet safety.

ADULTS MOLESTED AS CHILDREN
provides group treatment for adults who were
sexually molested as a child or adolescent. All

clients must also be in individual therapy outside
of CALM.

INCREDIBLE YEARS PARENTING offers
evening classes for parents wishing to increase
their knowledge of child development and
parenting skills. Classes satisfy the requirements
for CWS and court-mandated parent education.
Specialized individual and group parenting
programs are available for parents whose own
experience with trauma affects their ability to
meet their child’s needs

SAFECARE is an evidence-based parent training
curriculum delivered in the home for parents
with children 0-7 years who are at risk or have
been reported for maltreatment. It is well suited
to address child neglect, the most common form
of child maltreatment.

SEXUAL ASSAULT
RESPONSE TEAM
provides medical exams

and forensic interviews for
children when sexual abuse is
alleged, as well as emotional
support to family members.

HELPING OTHERS

IN PARENTING
ENVIRONMENTS (HOPE)
offers an array of intensive
in-home services that are
individually tailored to
support and meet the needs
of children and parents in
foster home and extended
family home placements.

SPIRIT is a family centered, community
oriented, highly individualized, wrap around
strategy, available 24 hours a day, 7 days a
week, to help families facing serious challenges
to find solutions to keep children and teens
safely in their home, be successful in school
and function well in the community.

OFFENDER TREATMENT provides
treatment for adults convicted of, and juveniles
adjudicated for, sexual offenses against
children. CALM collaborates closely with
Santa Barbara County Probation, the District
Attorney's office, and SART for this program.

ART THERAPY is a modality of psycho-
therapy in which clients, facilitated by the art
therapist, use art media, the creative process,
and the resulting artwork to explore their /
feelings, reconcile emotional conflicts, foster
self-awareness, manage behavior, develop

social skills, improve reality orientation,

reduce anxiety, and increase self-esteem.

FRONT PORCH is a program based on
referral by Child Welfare Services. CALM’s
engagement specialists visit families to offer
linkage with needed services to decrease risks
of child abuse or neglect.

SOBER WOMEN HEALTHY FAMILIES
is a collaborative program in which CALM
provides therapy at the Good Samaritan
Residential Drug and Alcohol Treatment
Facility in Lompoc. Services are provided

to the children who reside in the facility
with their mothers. Individual therapy,
parenting education, and family therapy are
also provided to assist with parenting skills,
behavioral issues, conflict resolution, trauma
and neglect.
